Type #1. NYC High Schools (HS): Program Definitions

attendance records. Students may audition for more than one program (for example, a student 
might audition for both dance and drama).

2. Educational Options (EdOpt.) Ed Opt schools use the (ELA) standardized test scores 
from 7th grade and identify the top 16% of scores, the middle 68%, and the lowest 16%. Half of 
the students who gain admission to an Ed Opt school will be matched based on their rank of that 
score, while the other half will be selected randomly.
